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Conflict Minerals Sourcing Policy

The term “Conflict Mineral”’, as defined by the U.S. Securities and Exchange Commision (SEC), is a broad
term that means tin, tantalum, tungsten and gold, and otherwise referred to as “3TG”, regardless of
whether these minerals finance conflict in Democratic Republic of the Congo (DRC) or adjoining countries.

As part of AQ Trafotek’s commitment to corporate responsibility and respecting human rights in our own
operations and in our global supply chain, AQ Trafotek’s goal is that any tantalum, tin, tungsten and gold, as
well as other key minerals found in our products, will not directly or indirectly finance armed conflict or
human rights abuses in the Democratic Republic of the Congo (DRC) or adjoining countries while continuing
to support responsible mineral sourcing in the region.

Since AQ Trafotek does not buy raw minerals directly from smelters, but rather we buy parts and
components which may include these minerals, we apply this policy by following OECD due diligence
guidelines, investigating our supply chain by closely engaging our suppliers and asking to adhere to and
enforce the same standards. We expect our suppliers to have policies and due diligence in place to
reasonably assure that products and components supplied to AQ Trafotek are conflict free. This is in
addition to AQ Trafotek’s expectation that our suppliers will comply with the Electronic Industry Citizenship
Coalition (EICC) Code of Conduct (www.eiccoalition.org/standards/code-of-conduct) and conduct their
business in alignment with AQ Trafotek’s supply chain responsibility expectations. For more information on
conflict-free sourcing initiative can be found in http://www.conflictfreesourcing.org/.

EUA (SEC), é um termo amplo que significa estanho, tantalo, tungsténio e ouro, conhecido referido como
"3TG", independentemente de esses minerais serem usado para financiar ou ndo o conflito na Republica
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Democratica do Congo (RDC) ou nos paises vizinhos.

Como parte do compromisso da AQ Trafotek com a responsabilidade corporativa e respeitando os direitos
humanos em nossas préprias operacdes e na nossa cadeia de fornecimento global, o objetivo da AQ
Trafotek é que qualquer tantalo, estanho, tungsténio e ouro, bem como outros minerais essenciais
encontrados em nossos produtos, ndo irdo financiar direta ou indiratamente os conflitos armados ou
violagGes de direitos humanos na Republica Democratica do Congo (RDC) ou nos paises vizinhos, e assim
sendo, continuando a apoiar o abastecimento de minérios de origem nao duvida na regiao.

Como a AQ Trafotek ndo compra minerais diretamente das fundi¢cdes, mas sim compramos pecas e
componentes que podem incluir esses minerais, aplicamos essa politica seguindo as diretrizes de due
diligence da OCDE, investigando nossa cadeia de suprimentos, contratando nossos fornecedores e pedindo
para aderir e aplicar os mesmos padrdes. Esperamos que nossos fornecedores tenham politicas e
diligéncias adequadas para garantir razoavelmente que os produtos e componentes fornecidos a Trafotek
ndo sejam provenientes de zonas de conflitos. Isto é além da expectativa da AQ Trafotek de que nossos
fornecedores cumpram com o Cédigo de Conduta da Electronic Industry Citizenship Coalition (EICC)
(www.eiccoalition.org/standards/code-of-conduct) e conduzam seus negdcios em alinhamento com a
responsabilidade da cadeia de fornecimento da AQ Trafotek.
